Until the development of steel-
frame construction in the 20th
Century, most buildings were
erected by stacking stone on
stone. Each part of the building
was marked by ceremonies and
celebrations. The foundation
stone was the first stone placed
underground at the beginning of
the buildingds
cornerstone was the first stone
placed above ground level. It is a
massive stone, marking the
northeast corner of the building.
At the top of the building was
the cap-stone. Cornerstone cere-
monies have played an important
role in the history of our nation
as well as Europe. George Wash-
ington laid the cornerstone of the
nationds capit
his role as President of the
United States and as a member
of the Masonic fraternity. Ma-
sons laid the cornerstone of the
Statute of Liberty structure in
1884 and contributed to its resto-
ration in 1984. Benjamin Frank-
lin, while Grand Master of Penn-
sylvania, established the tradition
beginning with the cornerstone
laying of the state house in Phila-
del phi a. "Ther
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the Lord God, Behold I lay in Zion
for a foundation a stone, a tried
stone, a precious corner stone, a
sure foundati on:«
28:16 The actual Masonic cere- c
mony conducted during a corner-
stone laying is relatively brief. The
proceedings of the ceremony will
vary slightly depending upon which
Masonic Jurisdiction has been in-
vited to conduct the work. It will
typically proceed as follows: The
Grand Master (or a designated offi-
cer of the state Grand Lodge) re-
quests that all assembled come to or
-der. Each Grand Lodge officer ex-
plains the jewel, and the duties, of
their respective offices. Objects
(memorials of the period in which
the building was erected) are then
sealed and deposited into the cavity
of the cornerstone for posterity.
These memorials typically include
information about the building,
public journals of the day, a copy of
the history of the church, copy of
the program for the service, a list of
the Ma-sonic Officers of the Day,
and a few coins of currency. The
ancient working tools of the stone-
masons are then applied to the
stone: the square, the level, and the
plumb. With each application of the
tools, the officers attest to the fact
that the craftsmen have done their
work correctly and with skill. The
cornerstone is then consecrated us-
ing the symbol-ism of corn, wine,
and oil. These three elements have
been used in dedications of build-
ings since the time of ancient
Rome, and represent nourishment |
and plenty (corn), joy (wine), and

peace, healing, and comfort
(oil). The Masonic brethren
then give the Masonic Grand
Honors sign. The ceremony
concludes with brief remarks
by the Grand Master and the
Pastor, followed by a closing
prayer. "The
builders refused is become the
head stone of t
Psalms 118:22 Cornerstones

have traditionally shown (at

the bottom of the stone) the

name of the Grand Lodge, the
Grand Master, and the Masonic
emblem. Such a cornerstone

has been part of the construc-

tion or dedication of many fed-

¢ eral buildings and seats of state

government since these early
beginnings. Sometimes, in-
stead of a traditional corner-
stone, a plaque is mounted on a
building to mark its dedication
or rededication. Technically, it
is called a
stone, & though i
the actual structure. The Ma-

sonic ceremony is appropriate

t for these stones as well.
